The undersigned is directed to refer to the Department of Social Welfare's O.M. No. F-20-42/76/HP/HW dated the 25th November, 1976 wherein they requested for making Adhoc allotment to the following categories of physically handicapped Government employees who are eligible for General Pool. The blind i.e. those who suffer from either of the following conditions:                                                                                                   a)        Total absence of sight;
b) Visual acuity not exceeding 6/60 or 20/200 (Snellen) eye in the better eye
with correcting lenses;
c)  Limitation of the field of vision subtending an angle of 20 degrees or worse. 
The Deaf: and 
The Orthopaedically handicapped i.e. those who have a severs physical defect or deformity which cause under interference with the normal functioning of the bones,
muscles and joints.
2.        The matter has been duly considered. It is felt that there is no sufficient ground
for considering adhoc allotment to the deaf. Requests from deaf employees will not therefore be considered for adhoc allotment. In the case of the blind employees, requests
for adhoc allotment will however be entertained and examined on merits of each case. As regards the Orthopaedically handicapped,  requests from only those, who as a result of
their orthopaedic deformity find it very difficult to move freely, will be entertained and
considered on merits.
3.  All requests for adhoc allotments should be accompained by the following
documents in original: 
A medical certificate from a Government Hospital, indicating the nature and extent of
physical handicap ; and
 A certificate from the employing Department that the applicant was either recruited through the Employment Exchange meant for Handicapped persons or recruited as a
handicapped person.
