persons with  disabilities  of  which  1% each shall be reserved for
persons  suffering from  (i)   Blindness or low vision,  (ii) Hearing
Impairment  &   (iii)   Locomotor  Disability    or  Cerebral palsy,  in
the  posts  identified for each disabilities.  On  16. 10.2000 , the 
applications have been  invited by 75 O.I.  of  Schools  to    fill up
a  large number of  vacant posts  of primary School Teachers 
( Sikshya Sahayak ).     The reservation  of  3%-of  these posts  under
P.W.D  Act to fill up the vacancies  as  stipulated above is mandate
out of which  1%  is  earmarked for  the  blind.
