Sub : Continuance of Distance Education Programme of C.T. Course for Un-trained Elementary Teachers, Sikshya Sahayaks, Gana Sikshyaks and Para Teachers including physically handicapped and blind Sikshya Sahayaks.
Sir,
I am directed to invite reference to the subject cited above and to say that
Government had decided to give C.T. training to the un-trained regular Elementary Teachers and Sikshya Sahayak engaged under SSA of Orissa through Distance Education Programme w.e.f. the Academic session 2007-08.
Now representation have been received from the un-trained Gana Sikshyaks and Para Teachers to give them C.T. Training through Distance Education Programme.
The SC & ST Development Department have also requested to provide C.T. Training to the Un-trained teachers (SSD) of SC & ST Development Department.
Now Government have been pleased to take a decision that the Gana Sikshyaks and Para Teachers belonging to all categories(including the physically handicapped and blind Sikshya Sahayaks) shall be allowed to undergo C.T. Training through distance mode. The un-trained teachers (SSD) of SC & ST Development Department shall also be allowed to undergo C.T. Training through
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distance mode subject to the condition that the un-trained teachers ( SSD) snail bear the training costs.
The Director, Elementary Education, Commissioner-Cum-SPD, OPEPA
and Director, SC & ST Development Department shall furnish the list of un​
trained Elementary School Teachers, Sikshya Sahayaks, Gana Sikshyak and
Para Teachers to the Director, TE & SCERT, Orissa, Bhubaneswar for C.T.
Training through DIETs, DRCs and Secondary Training Schools during vacation,
particularly during summer vacation / Puja vacation without hampering teaching
in the school. The candidates are to deposit Rs.6,462/- each as programme fee
and the Director, TE & SCERT will supply reading/ writing materials and other
training   components.   But   the   un-trained   teachers   (SSD)   of   ST   &   SC
Development Departments shall have to bear the entire cost of training. The
selection of un-trained candidates shall be according to their seniority in the
particular education district taking into account the number of allotted seats of the
DIETs / DRCs / Secondary Training Schools of the State.

Immediate steps may please taken in the matter so that un-trained Elementary School Teachers, Sikshya Sahayaks, Gana Sikshyak and Para Teachers may be given training. This may be given top priority and compliance reported early.
